**GENERAL INFORMATION AND RULE AMENDMENTS**

Thanks you to the players and parents of “69 teams” for participating in our Annual GRAND SLAM WORLD SERIES QUALIFIER. As your tournament director, please feel free to contact me by email (tgaines@sgaasports.com) or voicemail (404-570-SGAA) with any questions you may have.

First and foremost, please inform your parents unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated – they will asked nicely once to act like an adult and once thereafter to vacate the property. We all have better things to do than babysit parents. Coaches will of course follow the code of conduct expected from YOUTH sport coaches.

For our out of town teams, SUPER 8 MOTEL next door to South Gwinnett Park has rooms for $79.99/night. You can reach Stephanie at 770-736-4723.  

 There are outdoor cages at each park for “on deck” teams – one cage per team please. 

Teams provide their own balls and there will be NO gate charge – spend that money on our tournament raffle. Here’s the deal, each team will receive a bag with a FREE souvenir tournament tshirt for each player and coach. In the bag will be eleven $10 raffle tickets for prizes such as Stealth  and Voodoo bats,  batbags, gloves, restaurant gift certificates, a night at the Atlanta Gwinnett Marriott with brunch included, four Braves tickets, All Sports Armour merchandise, and a FREE entry into the 2008 Shootout. Turn in your 12 tickets and $120 to myself or the park contact listed below by 2 pm Sunday.  The  drawing will be at 4 pm on Sunday, March 4th at South Gwinnett Park.  Winners will be notified by phone.

GRAND SLAM BASEBALL abides by National Federation rules (www.nfhs.org) with the exceptions listed at www.grandslamtournaments.com - Tournaments/Rules and Regulations. Additional exceptions will be in the 9’s – no leading off /steal when ball reaches home plate /no dropped third strike (GGBL rules). Big Barrels are legal in all age groups.  All age groups also may bat ALL players and exercise free substitution (no out will be charged for a player that cannot continue for any reason unless you drop below 9). Courtesy runner for pitcher or catcher of record will be last batted out when “bat around” is used.  

Note – Visits to the mound differ than what you may be used to. Simply, you get 3 visits per GAME, on the 3rd visit a pitching change must be made – visits where you change pitchers do not count towards your total.

No personal coolers, ties remain as a tie after time has expired, coin toss administered on the field before the game.  Tournament headquarters will be inside the SGAA DUAL DECK HOCKEY ARENA where you will find brackets, scores, dressing rooms, concessions, restroom facilities, and a big screen TV.  Baseballs will be on sale for $40/dozen.

Pitching restrictions will be as follows – 10 total innings for 12 and under and 12 total innings for 13/14 yr olds. There is no limitations as to the number of innings a pitcher can pitch in a day or any rest period requirements.  Be sure to check the umpires scorecard after your game to verify innings pitched. 

If a face guard is worn, no head first sliding is allowed (only divebacks).  No fake bunt/swing in ages 13 and below – any ball put in play will result in a dead ball OUT.

Mercy rule:  15 after 3, 10 after 4, and 8 after 5 innings of play.

Thanks to Shiloh (Bob Walker), Lawrenceville (Jim Mackel), and Grayson Athletic Associations (Mark Azar) for the use of for use of their Gwinnett County facilities.  Make sure to pay attention to location of each game as some teams will play at multiple facilities.  For www.mapquest.com, South’s fields are located at 2125 McGee Road  Snellville, Lenora Park is at 4515 Lenora Church Road  Snellville, Rhodes Jordan is located at the end of Hwy 124 North at 100 East Crogan Street Lawrenceville, and Baycreek Park is located at 175 Ozora Road Grayson.  

Your point of contact at South will be Tim Gaines or Chuck Hauser, at Shiloh Tim Griffith or Tony Smith, , at Bay Creek Mark Azar, and at Rhodes Jordan Jim Mackel.

Upon arrival at your first game, go directly to your field’s pressbox and receive your bag of tshirts and submit your teams lineup. Home team responsible for scorebook and the visiting team will operate the scoreboard.

Lastly, I’ve attached the 2007 SGAA WEEKEND TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE – if you enjoy your visit for this event we hope you return later this season.
