11U County Championship
May 29st – June 10th

1. The County Championship shall be a double elimination tournament concluding with a “Best-of-Three” Championship Series between the winners of each tournament bracket. 
2. Home Team throughout the tournament shall be the team having the lowest numerical seed (best record). 

a) For the Championship Series, the lowest seed will be the Home team in game #1, and then alternate in game #2.  If a third deciding game is required, a coin toss will determine the Home team.  

3. The Home Team shall maintain the Official Scorebook of Record if one is not supplied by the host site. 

4. Tournament seeding shall be based on each team’s official league standing as determined by regular season competition in officially scheduled GGBL (core) games using the following determining factors for standing: 

a) Win-Loss record

b) Head to Head
c) Fewest Runs allowed

d) Highest run differential with a max differential of +7 or -7. 

e) Coin Toss
5. Game time limits shall be (6) innings or one hour and forty-five minutes and finish the inning.  Elimination games shall be extended by fifteen minutes.  Championship games shall not have a time limit.  If a game is tied at the end of regulation innings or time limit, one additional inning shall be played.  If the game remains tied, the “GGBL tiebreaker” shall be employed.  This means that the last recorded out shall be placed at 2nd base to start the inning.  Additional innings shall be played in the same manner until a team wins.  Exception:  GGBL tiebreaker shall not be used in the Championship Series. 

6. The Mercy rule shall be 15 runs after the third inning or 10 runs after four innings.  The mercy rules apply in elimination games as well as the Championship Series. 

7. Minimum number of players:  During the GGBL tournament and regardless of the reason, if a team has less than ten players to start or continue a game, an out will be taken each time through the batting order for each missing player.  Exception:  A team shall not be required to take an out when a player becomes injured or ill during a game currently being played.  A team shall be required to take an out for an ejected player.  

8. The batting order shall be continuous throughout the game, meaning the names of all present uniformed, eligible and physically capable players must appear on each team’s batting lineup.
9. Courtesy runners are not permitted during GGBL play unless the base-runner becomes injured or sick after legally acquiring the right to an unoccupied base.  If a courtesy runner is used then the player who was run for must sit out the next defensive inning. 

10. For the tournament, innings pitched will be totaled by thirds.  For all cumulative totals in this rule, one (1) out equals one-third (1/3) of an inning, two (2) outs equals two-thirds (2/3) of an inning and three (3) outs equals one (1) full inning.  A pitcher that pitches in a game and records no outs is not charged with any innings pitched.  For purposes of the pitching limitations rules, a pitcher is in violation of the rule if he records any out above the pitching limits, thus resulting in a forfeiture of the game(s) and manager suspension.  Innings pitched during a game that was forfeited shall count for a pitcher’s cumulative innings. If for any reason a game is postponed and completed on a later date, the pitching limitations and cumulative totals will be the same as on the original game date.  Protests of pitching violations shall be accepted by the tournament Director up to 12 hours after the completion of a game. 
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a) Column A:  The maximum number of innings a pitcher can pitch in one GGBL game.

b) Column B:  The total number of innings a pitcher can pitch in the County Championship Tournament.   

c) Column C:  The number of innings a pitcher can pitch in the Best-of-three Championship Series.  For the final Championship series, the cumulative total of innings is reset.  

11. Manager’s Post-Game Affidavit – Immediately after each game managers must confirm with the Tournament Director or his appointed representative the final score, opponents and innings pitched for each pitcher during that game. 

12. Protests – The Tournament Director for each host association shall appoint one person affiliated with each opposing team to form a protest committee (excluding coaches). Managers should notify the umpire-in chief immediately if a game is being played under protests.  Before play is resumed the protest committee, umpires and managers shall conference until a decision is rendered by the committee.  The decision shall be final.
